To use Burn.app you also need CDPlayer.app since its AudioCD.bundle reads the table of cont
the audio CD's. You can download version 0.3.0 from the same place as Burn.app.

You also need the Cddb.bundle, again available from the same gsburn website in sourceforge.
Last, but not least, you need cdrecord, cdparanoia and cdrdao.

You will have to install them before Burn.app and its "friends".

Next, enough to launch the application either from the command line or its icon.
